WE KNOW THAT  
  
Graded stakes winners make the best sires by and large.  We know that they pass on 
racing ability to their foals and thus help their mares produce faster horses. 
 
PA-breds are in greater and greater demand if they can run even a little bit, and with 
these 2 sires, the potential to make a fast racehorse is highly increased (FASTNESS has 
already sired a graded stakes winning millionaire and champion, not to mention stakes 
winners on turf and dirt). 
  

Pennsylvania tracks are giving away more and money due to slots revenue.  Maiden 
special weights are about 42K at Philadelphia Park while 7.5K claimers have 18K purses.  
Owner awards of 40% of money earned are added to earnings by  1-2-3 PA bred finishers 
at Philadelphia Park (20% currently at Penn National).  Breeder awards  are 30% of that final 
figure for PA sired runners (20% for non PA sired babies).   It’s a GREAT time to breed to 
race, especially in an economy which is shaky elsewhere but very strong at PA tracks. 
  

Pennsylvania offers racing year round at Penn National and Philadelphia Park on dirt and 
grass in season.  Presque Isle Downs offers an artificial surface, especially good for turf 
horses.  Breeding to FASTNESS,  then, offers you an extra edge (remember that his runners 
won stakes on dirt and turf), and BUZZARDS BAY, with his best running on dirt in very 
strong wire-to-wire fashion, nevertheless set a track record on polytrack.   
  

The bottom line is whether you’d like to try a new sire with tremendous upside potential or 
an established, proven sire, BUZZARDS BAY and FASTNESS CAN MEET ALL YOUR 
MARES’ NEEDS IN ONE SPOT – at TIMBER RIDGE FARM.  An experienced resident 
stallion manager, a top reproductive vet around the corner, and lots of lush green fields and 
room await your mares and their foals for personal attention and superb care.
